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1. This law applies to all students who are 16 and 17 years old who obtains a permit or driver’s license after Aug 1, 2007.

2. Before a student can receive a permit or driver’s license they must complete the School Compliance Verification Form which can be picked up from the school.  They will then need to submit the completed form to the Circuit Clerk’s Office.

3. Schools must retain copies of the completed forms.

4. Once a student obtains a permit or driver’s license, he or she must stay in compliance with the KRS 159.051.

5. Any student who drops out of school, has 9 or more unexcused absences(suspensions will count as unexcused absence) or has become academically deficient(must pass at least 5 out of 7 courses or pass 66% of courses taken in the preceding semester) shall be considered as non-compliant and will have their driving permits suspended until the following semester is completed and shows that they are now in compliant with KRS 159.051.  Students will need to re-apply to the Director of Pupil Personnel to have their standing confirmed.  The District shall make the required report to the appropriate agency.

6. Schools must report in to the Director of Pupil Personnel their list of students who are not in compliance with KRS 159.051.  Once the Transportation Cabinet has received this report, students will receive a letter stating that their driving permits will be revoked for 1 semester but they may be reinstated if they become compliant after the end of that following semester.
